Deposits: Deposits are non-refundable and non-transferable. The church makes good faith payments on behalf of those who sign up in the form of required contracts with guaranteed numbers. In the circumstance that our youth ministry changes an event date, rendering it no longer workable for those who have made good faith deposits, such deposits and pre-paid fees will be refundable and/or transferable. 

	Mission Trip Deposits: The deposits made for our mission trips are a tangible evidence of a commitment to the mission work of the church. Only those youth families who are seriously committed to the mission project should make deposits. These deposits are non-refundable and non-transferable. The deposit will then become a donation to that mission trip fund.

	Refund of Fees: In the event of serious family emergency or injury that prohibits event participation, all fees for that activity are considered refundable to the family. Although there may be costs to the church for that event cancellation, the Youth Ministry will absorb that loss so not to compound the difficulty that comes with a sudden emergency.

	NO REFUND CASES: Participants should take note that there are no refunds or transfers in the following examples: change of mind, friends not signed up, social conflicts, and late cancellations other than emergency.

	Payment Guidelines: Mission Trips can be held with a deposit. All other retreats and events need to be paid in full or paid when the required installment is due. All payments should be received by the event deadline.
